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A GOLDEN TOUR 
In early June my wife Sherry and I took a free tour of the Federal Reserve Bank of New York’s gold vault.  We began our 
tour by applying on-line and getting a confirmation number and date.  After a complete metal detecting search as in our air-
ports, we were allowed into the money museum.  We saw King Farouk’s 1933 gold double eagle which was sold at auction in 
2002 for 7.59 million.  We also viewed confederate half dollars and lots of counterfeit currency and stories about those who 
passed it.  FYI, if you have a bill that seems counterfeit you are to turn it over to the secret service who will verify its authen-
ticity.  If it’s bad, “U Are Stuck!”  Knowingly passing c ounterfeit money is a crime. 
We were then lowered down 80’ to the gold vault as a rumbling overhead confirmed that the subway  was  20’ above us.  The 
gold vault is accessed by a ten foot tunnel of steel and concrete and a vault with a revolving 90 ton cylinder.  The gold is 
stacked in front of you in 120 different cages.  You can almost touch it!  Most of this gold belongs to foreign governments,  
whereas ,  American gold , is held at Fort Knox, Kentucky  as well as other places in the United States.    
The New York Federal Reserve value is in the billions.  The vault has only been “locked down” twice recently.   Of course on 
9/11, and once again when shots were heard from Wall Street two blocks away!  This is a trip not to be missed by gold and 
treasure enthusiasts.  Unfortunately, no pictures were allowed, but I do have official photos in their pamphlets.  If you are ever 
going to New York City, put this trip on your docket.
